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How an Attack on DEI is an Attack on the Blind and Visually Impaired
Diversity isn't just about skin color or gender; it’s about all people who come from a unique background. Equity is about meeting the unique needs of ALL groups. Inclusion is about making sure everyone is welcome to the table.

Recent political attacks on Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion (DEI) programs threaten to undermine these foundational principles, harming the blind and visually impaired community, all of whom fall under the “diversity” umbrella. The Trump administration's executive orders and public statements dismantling DEI initiatives within federal agencies not only reverse decades of progress but also marginalize those who rely on programs like ours for equal access and opportunities.​

Diversity is a Strength, Not a Weakness
Diversity covers a vast array of the human experiences and abilities, including those living with visual impairments. Approximately 12 million people over 40 in the United States have vision impairment, including 1 million who are blind. Policies that fail to recognize and accommodate this segment of the population ignore the rich perspectives and talents they offer.​

The Trump administration's recent actions to eliminate DEI programs within federal agencies threaten to exclude blind and visually impaired individuals from essential services and employment opportunities. By instructing federal agencies to terminate DEI staff and initiatives, the administration undermines efforts to create accessible environments where all individuals can contribute meaningfully.

Equity Empowers the Visually Impaired
Equity involves tailoring resources and opportunities to meet the specific needs of different groups, ensuring fair treatment and outcomes. For the blind and visually impaired, this means providing accessible educational materials, assistive technologies, and workplace accommodations.

Organizations like us here at The Metropolitan Washington Ear, Inc. have long championed these equitable practices, striving to substitute hearing for seeing and enabling individuals with limited or no vision to be well-informed, fully productive members of society.​

The Trump administration's executive orders dismantling DEI programs pose a direct threat to these equity-driven initiatives. By declaring DEI efforts illegal and revoking mandates that implemented such efforts in the federal government and among federal contractors, the administration jeopardizes the support systems that empower the blind and visually impaired.

Inclusion Keeps You in the Conversation
Inclusion ensures that all individuals, regardless of their abilities, have a seat at the table and a voice in the dialogue. As we mentioned above, in the United States, approximately 12 million people aged 40 and over have vision impairment, including 1 million who are blind. In Washington, D.C., about 16,400 individuals are reported to have a visual disability. ​

The recent rollbacks on DEI initiatives threaten to silence these voices, excluding a significant portion of our community from participating fully in societal, educational, and professional settings.​

The attack on DEI programs is an attack on our people in the blind and visually impaired community. We must advocate for the preservation and advancement of policies that promote diversity, equity, and inclusion, ensuring that all individuals have the opportunity to contribute their unique talents and perspectives.
