Metropolitan Washington Ear, Inc. Service Offerings
MWE Radio Program and Radio Reading Services
Our radio reading service broadcasts scheduled programs throughout the day so listeners can follow news, books, community updates, and specialty segments. The Radio Reading Schedule page outlines every program hour by hour, helping you plan your listening around your day. The Daily Schedule page offers a more detailed lineup that ensures you never miss something important. Both schedules guide you through what’s available and when it plays.

Accessing Our Dial-in and/or Radio Reading Service
You can apply for these services online through the application portal, where you’ll find simple eligibility details and a short form. After that, you can use the Dial-In Newspaper & Magazine page to explore call-in numbers and instructions that help you start listening right away. This combination gives you an immediate path to timely news without depending on print.

Audio Description Services
Audio Description brings visual performances, museum exhibits, and other cultural experiences to life by describing action, settings, and key visual cues you wouldn’t otherwise hear. Our Audio Description page explains how the service works and lists upcoming events that offer description. You can follow clear steps on the page to sign up or find scheduled descriptions across the region. This service makes arts and entertainment fully accessible without barriers.

Independent Living Skills Training
Independent Living Skills Training empowers individuals with the tools to manage daily tasks with confidence. The program page explains the types of skills covered, including household management, technology use, and other routines that support independence. You can call (301) 681-6636 to ask questions and learn how to get started. This step connects you directly with someone who can guide you through the intake process.
